Playing by the Rules

As Licenced Affiliates of the ASHS, all Branches and Management Councils operate under a Licence Agreement with the Society. Branches and Management
Councils are individually incorporated and operate according to the aims and objectives of the Society, as well as the overall direction and control of the Society.

Constitution of the Australian Stock Horse Society Limited

As with all incorporated organisations the Society operates under a set of Rules, namely the Constitution of the Australian Stock Horse Society Limited. The
Constitutions covers all aspects of the Society and includes a section on Branches and Management Councils.

Branch & Management Council Constitutions

All Branches and Management Councils run under a Constitution. These Constitutions were adopted by each Branch and Management Council. Each Branch and
MC should have a copy of their Constitution on file. Currently both the MC and Branch Constitutions are being reviewed and we hope to start rolling the new MC
Constitutions out by the end of the year.

Trade Licence Agreement

As a Branch or Management Council of the ASHS, it is part of your duties and responsibilities to ensure that you use the name and logos of the Society as per the
terms of the License Agreement. Trade Licence Agreements are a legal document and Branches and MCs should have retained a copy of their Executed agreement
for their records. The current Agreement is under review and a revised version is being developed.

Certificate of Currency

All Branches and Management Councils that are compliant with their ASHS affiliation requirements can request a Certificate of Currency. These are provided to
the Society by Affinity Insurance on an annual basis.

There are a number of different membership statuses to cater for the individual requirements of Members.

The Society’s Membership Rules and Regulations cover:

* Definitions of Membership Status — Full, Participant, Youth, Youth Participant, Life, Honorary Life, Subscriber

* Privileges for Financial Members depending on Status — competition and voting rights, receives ASH Journal etc.
* Not all levels of membership are eligible to have horses registered under their membership

It is important to remember that even though memberships can be in the name of a family, partnership, stud, company or property
name, each Membership only represents one individual. The NOMINEE of each membership is classified as the Member.

ASHS BRANCH FACILITATORS

All ASHS Branches are required to have an accredited ASHS Branch Facilitator. The role of a Branch Facilitator is to oversee and assist at
Branch events and activities to ensure that a safe, fair and controlled environment is in place for all participants and Committee.

The Branch Facilitators course is an online course that participants have 6 months to complete. There are assessment criteria that Members
need to meet that includes being over 18 years of age, having a current WWCC or equivalent and the required level of experience.

SOI\/IE HELPFUL TIPS

It is important to remember that for a horse to be competition eligible at ASH Events it must be owned by a current Financial Member of the
ASHS
Under no circumstances can Branches or Management Councils accept ASHS Membership Application forms. These need to be submitted

directly to Head Office by the Member. Head Office can process these in a matter of several minutes if necessary
Horse Transfers cannot be completed until Head Office is in receipt of a signed and completed Transfer Application and the horse’s original
Certificate of Registration
