EVENT INFORMATION & RULES 

Young Horse Challenge  
Entry Fee $40 per horse. Horses 4 years and under. Registered ASH born after 1 
August 2021.  

Patterns: Hack – HP3, Working – WP1, Utility - UP1, Mechanical Cow  
Encouragement Challenge  - $150.00 for winner 
Entry Fee $40 per horse. Registered ASH of any age. Rider 18 years and over 
who have not won or placed in a Futurity, Maturity or Open Challenge at any 
level.  

Patterns: Hack – HP3, Working – WP1, Utility - UP1, Mechanical Cow  
Open Challenge  - $250.00 for winner 
Entry Fee $40 per horse. Registered ASH over 4 years of age. Junior/Juvenile 
riders are eligible to compete in both the respective Junior/Juvenile Challenge 
and the Open Challenge.  

Patterns: Hack – HP12, Working – WP8, Utility - UP1, Mechanical Cow  
Junior Challenge  (8yrs & Under 13yrs) 
Entry Fee $30 per horse. Un-registered horses permitted. Riders must be aged 8 and 
under 13 years of age on the day.  

Patterns: Hack – HP3, Working – WP1, Utility - UP1, Mechanical Cow  
juvenile Challenge (13yrs & Under 18yrs) 
Entry Fee $30 per horse. Registered ASH of any age. Riders must be aged 13 and 
under 18 years of age on the day.  

Patterns: Hack – HP3, Working – WP1, Utility - UP1, Mechanical Cow  
Dressage Challenge  
Entry Fee $30 per horse. Registered ASH of any age. Open to all Rider 

ages (including Junior/Juvenile). 
 Patterns: Dressage - 1.1, Hack 1 – HP3, Hack 2 – HP7A

• PLEASE READ: The Challenge Day will not run on a timetable. It is each rider’s 
responsibility to ensure that they ride and complete all sections for any and each 
challenge they have entered. When a ring is available, please make your  
way to the ring to compete (Dressage excepted). 

• The Dressage will run in draw order, the draw will be available on Friday 5/09/2025 
by 12pm. 

• Riders must compete in all sections to be eligible for overall ribbons.  
• This event is conducted under the Rules and Regulations of the ASH Society 

effective 1 February 2024.  
• Neither the Eastern Branch ASHS nor the Australian Stock Horse Society Ltd 

accept liability for any accident, damage, injury or illness to horses, riders, 
grounds, spectators or any other person or property whatsoever.  

• Entries are via Nominate which will close Thursday 4th September at 4:30pm 
Scratching one week or less prior to this event will not be refundable unless a 
valid veterinary or medical certificate is provided. 

• Member and horse registration papers must be made available upon request, not 
applicable to riders under 13 years if riding any breed. 

• All riders must be current financial ASH Society Members. 
• Horses must be ridden by the same nominated rider in all individual events.  
• Attire and Dress: Competitors and horses must be neat and presentable in the 

Australian Stock Horse Society style as outlined in the ASHS Rules and 
Regulations or as close to possible, Blue Jeans are permitted to be worn. Please 
ensure you are neat and tidy.  

• Under ASHS rules, all riders under 18 must wear an approved helmet.
