Any competitor or exhibitor may lodge a complaint in writing to the (Show) Secretary of the Show
Committee within 30 minutes of the completion of the event.

The complaint must be accompanied by a fee of $50 (recommended by the Show

Committee) and is refundable if the protest is upheld.

The complaint shall be heard by the Protest Committee and will be dealt with as the committee
shall direct. The Protest Committee will consist of the Show Manager and 2 other members of the
Show Committee.

The Protest Committee will deal with problems involving the show not covered by the rules of the
ASHS Events Handbook.

All Complaints/Protests relating to swabbing of an exhibit on the day of the Show, the

costs involved are the responsibility of the Protestor. Veterinarian, Lab testing fees and any relating
costs. To be paid prior to a veterinarian being called to the event.
